Parking News - Fall 2009 

With winter weather 
approaching, parking 

can be challenging. 
Here are some tips to help ease 

the frustration, and assist in making 
parking a less stressful event: 

Plan ahead to arrive safely. Al-
low yourself enough time for an 
early arrival on campus. Clear win-
dows of snow and ice, drive slowly, 
and walk carefully.  

Park between the lines. Do not 
block or obstruct pedestrian walk-
ways, turn around zones, or drive-
ways. 

If lines are not visible, park close 
to the vehicle next to you to 
maximize the spaces in the parking 
areas. Of course leave enough 
room to allow you and the next 
driver to get in and out of their car 
with ease. 

Do not triple park. This inconven-
iences all parties involved, and may 
result in the ticketing and towing of 
your vehicle. 

Do not extend rows. Plow trucks 
will not be able to maneuver through 
the parking lots when there is not 
enough room for their vehicles to 
pass through. 

Park in overnight lots. Overnight 
lots have been identified to assist 
plowing. If your vehicle will be on 
campus during the overnight hours, 
and you have questions about which 
lot you are assigned, please contact 
the parking staff at 395-PARK. Any 
vehicle that is not in the proper over-
night lot after 2 am, will be ticketed 
and/or towed. 

Identify landmarks. Most people 
park in the same area on a daily basis. 

Please look for a familiar landmark 
(i.e. signs, lot entrances, sidewalks) to 
gauge where you park when lots are 
snow covered. Use these marks as  
an additional guide to facilitate park-
ing in an orderly manner. 

Be prepared. Have on hand a 
shovel, blanket, sand or gravel, and 
an ice scraper and snow brush.
